Another story of an outstandingly heroic and dangerous rescue 

attempt, from one of ƻǳǊ ŦŜƭƭƻǿ ǎǳǊŦ ƭƛŦŜǎŀǾŜǊǎΦ ¢Ƙƛǎ ŦŜŀǘǳǊŜǎ ¢ŜǊǊȅ /ƻǎƎǊƻǾŜΣ ŀ ƳŜƳōŜǊ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ /ƻƻƪΩǎ Iƛƭƭ 

SLSC (Newcastle Branch.) The rescue attempt took place in the summer season of 1978-79, in the early 

years of the Wales Helicopter Service, and was recognised as being a highly difficult and complex rescue 

operation at the Frazer Park Blowhole.

the Frazer Park Blowhole and made their way to into the blowhole itself, a favourite unsupervised 

swimming spot of theirs that under certain conditions could be highly dangerous, even deadly. When they 

entered the sea was calm and the tide was low providing good conditions for swimming and diving. The 

young men spent quite a time in the water of the blowhole forgetting the passing of the hours and did not 

seem to notice the changing weather conditions. ¢ƘŜ ǘƛŘŜ ǿŀǎ ǊƛǎƛƴƎ ŀƴŘ ǘƘŜƴ ŀ ΨǎƻǳǘƘŜǊƭȅ ōǳǎǘŜǊΩ ǎǳŘŘŜƴƭȅ 

hit the coast causing an increasing swell and making the Frazer Park Blowhole an extremely dangerous 

place to be. The four young men attempted to swim to safety. Three made it, but one remained trapped 

inside where conditions, although slightly different, were as dangerous as the middle of a mixture of a 

bombora and a whirlpool. 

 The Wales Helicopter Rescue Service was contacted as soon as possible. The helicopter arrived manned by 

crew pilot John Dorney and Terry Cosgrove and Barry Walton senior crew. When they got there, the 

weather conditions were worsening rapidly, the high tide was close to peaking and the swell was rougher 

than before. The helicopter hovered as low as possible just about ten feet above the swell in the windy 

conditions. Looking inside the blowhole, John Dorney and Terry Cosgrove from their side of the helicopter 

thought they could see,  what they believed to be through sea spume and spray, the trapped youth at the 

ǿŀǘŜǊΩǎ ŜŘƎŜ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ōƭƻǿƘƻƭŜΦ Lǘ ǿŀǎΗ 

 They rapidly devised a daring plan under the circumstances. The only means was to lower Terry Cosgrove 

from the helicopter into the mouth of the blowhole. Being a well-trained, strong swimmer, Cosgrove, with 

flotation tubes attached, then swam through the corridor of the turbulent, swelling waters to the young 

man inside. The plan was for him to swim back out to the open sea with the man where a pick-up into the 

helicopter could be affected. The pilot advised that it may not have been possible to pick Terry up as well 

as the young man, forcing Terry to swim further out beyond the dangers of crashing waves on the rocks to 

await a second pick-up later. Cosgrove had the necessary swimming skill and training to achieve this. He 

never hesitated. 

 Be that as it may, when Cosgrove got into the swell inside the blowhole, the powerful waves were six foot 

or more. The highly dangerous conditions could be likened to a swirling giant washing machine. And they 

were worsening. With great difficulty, Cosgrove swimming on the left hand side of the blowhole saw the 

youth, who seemed to be conscious, quickly carried out by the watery turmoil of the swirl in the middle of 

the blowhole. Somehow Terry Cosgrove was eventually able to get to him and get him out of that 

situation. With a massive struggle against the swirling sea, he reached the sand inside the blowhole. By this 

time, the youth was unconscious and Terry had to devise plan B, letting his lifesaver training take over. 

 In the meantime, the pilot had landed the helicopter at the crest of the cliff face almost above the 

blowhole. The police, ambulance and the Central Coast Volunteer Rescue squad had also arrived. 

 As the young patient was not breathing, Cosgrove commenced CPR. He then noticed that the youth had 

severe head injuries by being thrown against the rock face in his attempt to swim to safety. Cosgrove 



continued CPR for at least forty minutes, during which time he had to move progressively deeper into the 

blowhole as the tide rose. 

 ¢ƘŜƴ .ŀǊǊȅ ²ŀƭǘƻƴΣ ¢ŜǊǊȅΩǎ Ŏƻ-crew struggled and made his way down by a higher rock ledge to inside the 

blowhole with a great deal of difficulty. They conferred and recognised that further CPR was useless. The 

tide was continuing to rise to an even more dangerous level. There was more than a distinct possibility of 

entrapment within the blowhole. It was time to get out and as quickly as possible. 

 They attached their flotation gear to the body of the young man and started to swim out of the blowhole, 

but, on the difficult swim through the channel, they were continuously belted against the sides of the

Cosgrove fared better by using his heavier rubber boots to bounce off the same walls endeavouring to 

ƳŀƪŜ Ƙƛǎ ǿŀȅ ƻǳǘ ƻŦ ŘŀƴƎŜǊ ƛƴ ŀ ǎƭƻǿ ǎǘǊǳƎƎƭŜ ŀƎŀƛƴǎǘ ǘƘŜ ƻŘŘǎΦ CƛƴŀƭƭȅΣ ǿƛǘƘ .ŀǊǊȅ ²ŀƭǘƻƴΩǎ ƭŜƎǎ ƭƻƻƪƛƴƎ

waves and swell that had threatened to smash them against the rocks and probably end their lives. 

Automatically, their lifesaving training had come into play along with the heart-thundering rush of 

adrenalin that later would leave them both exhausted. 

 In the meantime, the Central Coast Volunteer Rescue Service had reached the sides of the blowhole 

entrance. With ropes and manpower, they pulled Barry Walton, Terry Cosgrove and the body of the 

unfortunate youth out of the watery cauldron of what felt like a hellhole. The youth was pronounced dead. 

The exhaustion of Terry Cosgrove and his colleague Barry was palpable after the exertion during sixty 

minutes in the water attempting to revive the youth and then struggling to survive. 

 The television news media crew had arrived on the spot, too late for spectacular shots. The helicopter and 

rescue crews were asked to re-enact the event, for Terry and Barry to jump back into the cauldron for the 

benefit of the evening television audience. Both crews were simultaneous in telling them where to stick 

their cameras! 

 When Terry and Barry reached the helicopter at the top of the cliff and, as they strapped themselves in for 

the return flight (to base), the pilot John Dorney exclaimed: ά¢ŜǊǊȅ ǘƘŀǘ is the bravest thing that I have ever 

ǎŜŜƴέΦ 

 Later, Dorney nominated Terry for a bravery award, but this fell on deaf ears with the inward-looking, 

bureaucratic senior Surf Life Saving Association officials who saw it extraordinarily as part of an ordinary

situation as it actually had been. Maybe as Sydney crewmen had never received a bravery award, they 

could not come to a just decision. The politics of the Sydney Metropolitan sense of superiority more than 

crossed some minds. No names, no pack drill! 

The NSW Bank, however, readily came to the party and recognised what was a most outstanding act of 

bravery. They presented Terry Cosgrove with a unique award in September 1979 in an official gathering. 

No other crewman before or after has ever been awarded this honour(up to 2010).

South Bank chef Lewis Park owes his life to Brock Smith. Earlier this year, Lewis suffered a heart attack on

Doctors said he had a 3% 

chance of survival if not for the quick actions of Brock, a volunteer surf lifesaver.

Recently this heading highlighted an article 

about how troubling new figures indicate fewer Australians are putting up their hands to volunteer. 

Figures from the Bureau of statistics show that the number of volunteers has fallen for the first time since records 

began in 1995. In 2014, the proportion of people aged 18 and over volunteering dropped to 31%, from a peak of 36 

% in 2010 . 

 According to the bureau, those most likely to volunteer are in the 35-44 age group. Almost 40 per cent volunteered 

in the last 12 months. This dropped to 26 % for the 18-24 demographics.

****** Surfers  as  Lifesavers.. recently delegates (Ando and the Editor) attended a meeting organised by 

Councillor Mark Kitchener, to determine if there is an appetite among all local surf-users to develop, by 

way of a combined effort, first aid/rescue skills, among all these different groups who use our ocean and 

waterways. The idea is to plug holes in our club’s “umbrella of safety” by teaching life saving skills to 

members of these other groups which they can use when they are on the scene where another person may 

need first aid or rescue. Our club has expanded its umbrella progressively since 1977 until our support 

services group is now on call 24/7/365 and it has been successful on numerous occasions in saving lives. We 

also expanded to now look after three areas for much of the tourist season. However, there are “holes” in 

time and location that it is impossible for us to cover. 

 Already local board riders, long boarders and body boarders carry out rescues,  some using the techniques 

they were familiar with through past surf lifesaving training, or by using common sense gained through 

many years of surfing. They are many more who would benefit from attending a course where they can be 

taught the basics of surf rescue and first aid. This would enable them to become confident in their ability to 

go to the aid of other surf users in distress. (Already the Surf riders Association have put in motion a course 

for board-riders) 

  At the meeting 10 representatives (with a further 12 apologies) from a number of the surf-user groups 

were in attendance and all were in agreement that this concept be explored further and that they were sure 

that their group would be a part of it. 

What would be our involvement ?  Firstly, our representatives emphasized that this would be a collective 

idea and would not be a Surf Club recruitment drive. Secondly, our role would be initially to provide the 

basic training for the groups to build confidence and expertise. It would be kept simple. It would tax to 

some extent our Trainers who already have a big load. However there is no reason why others of us can’t 

help provide the basic training that will be involved. SO think about this; we will keep members informed 

with what is happening over the next few months as planning goes ahead. BUT it will need your support!!

GLIMPSES  FROM  THE  PAST.. Looking back to 1983, when in July the ȿ,ÖÓÓàÔÖÖÒɯ,ÈÎɀ came 

into publication, reveals features about our past which still have profound effects of what happens now. 

None more so than our reputation for hosting big events. In was in 1983 that our club hosted its first major 

event when on 11/12/13 February the NSW State Championships were held. In the 1983 Annual Report of 

SLSNSW the Carnival Referee John Dewey laid the groundwork for Mollymook to host many such events 

in the future. Some of the things he wrote include… 

 “This year the championships were held in perhaps the best venue available ever for a championship, 

Mollymook beach.” 

 “Mollymook in the South Coast Branch was the venue for the NSW Championships. A better venue you 

would have to go a long way to find.” 

 “The programme (for the first time extended over three days), consisted of 50 events and commenced at 

8.30 am. 180 officials were in attendance and meals were had either on the beach or in the clubhouse each 

day for all of them. The meals were of a very high standard.” 

 “The carnival was held on a 800metre length of the beach and the Board Riding segment of the 

competition on the Golf course reef. Most spectators would have had magnificent views of the 

Championships, as the (Mollymook) venue offered a natural amphitheatre for this type of spectacular.” 

 “Congratulations are extended to the Mollymook Club, eagerly and ably led by Carnival Organiser Col 

Glasson for conducting a first class Championship and providing what was a most successful carnival.” 

From this glowing report in 1983 our club has been invited to repeat this on a number of occasions over the following 32 years, 

including the past season (2014/15) when both the NSW Country Championships and the NSW State IRB Titles were successfully 

held here. Next year for the first time Mollymook will host an Australian Championship, when the National IRB titles will be held 

here. It is from this first major event in 1983 that all this has eventuated.
